COMMITMENT TO THE EAC PEACE PROCESS IN EASTERN DRC
AND RECORDED APOLOGIES FOR THOSE NOT IN ATTENDANCE.

THE HEADS OF STATE OFFERED CONDOLENCES TO H.E SAMIA
SULUHU HASSAN, PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED REPUBLIC OF
TANZANIA AND TO THE FAMILIES OF THOSE INVOLVED IN THE
TRAGIC AIR ACCIDENT IN BUKOBA, UNITED REPUBLIC OF
TANZANIA ON THE 6™ DAY OF NOVEMBER 2022. THE HEADS OF
STATE FURTHER WISHED A QUICK RECOVERY TO THOSE
ADMITTED IN HOSPITAL.
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THE HEADS OF STATE CONGRATULATED PRESIDENT DR.
WILLIAM RUTO OF THE REPUBLIC OF KENYA ON HIS ELECTION
AND ASSUMPTION OF OFFICE OF PRESIDENT OF THE
REPUBLIC OF KENYA, AND COMMENDED THE PEOPLE OF
KENYA FOR HOLDING PEACEFUL ELECTIONS.

THE HIGH-LEVEL MEETING COMMENDED H.E UHURU
KENYATTA FOR ACCEPTING THE ROLE OF FACILITATING THE
PEACE PROCESS IN EASTERN DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC OF
CONGO AND FOR HIS LEADERSHIP AND EFFORTS IN RE-
ENERGISING THE PEACE PROCESS.

THE HIGH-LEVEL MEETING TOOK NOTE THAT THE FORCE
HEADQUARTERS OF THE JOINT REGIONAL FORCE OF THE
EAST AFRICAN COMMUNITY IN EASTERN DRC HAS BEEN
ESTABLISHED IN GOMA AND THAT A REGIONAL FORCE
COMMANDER HAS BEEN APPOINTED AND ASSUMED DUTIES.
THE SUMMIT DECIDED THAT EACH PARTNER STATE WILL
DEPLOY A LAISION OFFICER AT THE FORCE HEADQUARTERS
TO SUPPORT THE REGIONAL COMMAND CENTRE.

THE HEADS OF STATE TOOK NOTE AND COMMENDED THE
REPUBLICS OF BURUNDI, KENYA AND UGANDA WHO HAVE
ALREADY DEPLOYED FORCES IN LINE WITH THE AGREED
FRAMEWORK AND URGED THE REPUBLIC OF SOUTH SUDANTO
COMPLETE THE DEPLOYMENT.

THE HEADS OF STATE TOOK NOTE OF THE

THE HEADS OF STATE REVIEWED THE RECENT
DEVELOPMENTS IN NORTH KIVU, PARTICULARLY THE
RESURGENCE OF VIOLENCE AND CALLED FOR CESSATION OF
HOSTILITIES TO GIVE CHANCE TO THE POLITICAL
NEGOTIATIONS DUE TO COMMENCE FROM 16™ NOVEMBER,
2022 IN NAIROBI, KENYA.
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THE HEADS OF STATE TOOK NOTE OF THE BRIEF OF THE
MEETING BETWEEN THE CHAIRPERSON OF THE EAC SUMMIT
AND THE EAC FACILITATOR ON THE PEACE PROCESS IN
EASTERN DRC WHICH TOOK PLACE ON 4™ NOVEMBER IN
BUJUMBURA, REPUBLIC OF BURUNDI.

THE HEADS OF STATE TOOK NOTE OF THE SUPPORT FOR THE
DECISION OF THE 22"° ORDINARY SUMMIT OF EAC HEADS OF
STATE ON EASTERN DRC BY THE AU PEACE AND SECURITY
COUNCIL (PSC) AT ITS 11030 MEETING, HELD ON 31°T AUGUST
2022, AND THE 16™ ANNUAL JOINT CONSULTATIVE MEETING
BETWEEN THE AFRICAN UNION PEACE AND SECURITY COUNCIL
AND THE UNITED NATIONS SECURITY COUNCIL HELD ON 14™
OCTOBER 2022.

THE HEADS OF STATE REAFFIRMED THE MUTUALLY

IN EASTERN DEMOCRATIC REPUBLIC OF CONGO.

THE HEADS OF STATE REAFFIRMED THEIR COMMITMENT TO A

SECURITY IN EASTERN DRC AND UNDERSCORED THE NEED
FOR INCLUSIVITY THROUGH THE PARTICIPATION OF ALL
STAKEHOLDERS IN THE POLITICAL PROCESS.

SUMMIT OF THE EAC HEADS OF STATE FOR CONVENING THE

TO ASSESS AND DELIBERATE ON THE SECURITY SITUATION IN
